Following his  suggestion,
Brown worked with several differ-
ent organizations to organize an
array of events designed to pro-
mote dialogue.

Discussion continued the next
evening with a screening of the
movie “Crash.”

Two participants from the reality
television show “Black White”
gave a speech entitled “Nothing’is
Just Black or White,” on Nov. 30.
